The online homework support service continued through
the year with over 150 families visiting more than once.
Staffing costs are funded by Comhairle nan Eilean Siar. In
June 2008 MRG agreed that it would be appropriate for
other authorities that wish to offer the service to parents
in their area to make a contribution towards advertising
and new account costs.

More materials were also published on the website,
including audio files to accompany the Storyworlds and
a language game for children, ‘An Criostal Cridhe!

Storlann staff attended several partnership
meetings and the GLPS National Conference in
Stirling in June 2008, where they delivered workshops
on teaching resources.

There are new materials for learners in the pipeline with
funding from Bord na Gaidhlig. This includes a reprint of
Gramar na Gaidhlig which is almost out of print (for public
use only) and booklets which link to National Qualification
subjects.

Storlann once more was able to distribute materials
prepared by Highland Council to other schools throughout
the country. We are greatly indebted to Highland Council for
their generosity in sharing their resources.

Storlann and BBC Craoladh nan Gaidheal met several times
in the course of the year to exchange plans and strategies.
BBC staff attended several communications’ meetings with
Storlann, including resource needs for secondary and ‘An
